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Who was Prince Henry?

Our school was set up in 1607 after King James I dedicated a school to his eldest son, Henry Frederick, Prince of Wales.

Prince Henry was born in 1594. He was the grandson of Mary Queen of Scots and the son of King James – the very same King that the Catholic plotter Guy Fawkes planned to blow up in the gunpowder plot of 1605. He was a talented sportsman and loved art, collecting lots of art work. He was well known for being strongly against the Catholic religion. He died in 1612, only 5 years after our school was set up. 2000 people came to mourn at his funeral.
